- (22) of the additional radios are to support increased MCFD positions and 
vehicles.  

- (6) of the additional radios will provide a station portable for each on of the 6 
MCFD stations. 

- (15) of the additional radios will be used to provide a total of 3 radios on each 
of the departments fire engines to keep up with the staffing on those engines.   

The hardware was funded by AFG (Assistant to Firefighters Grant) that was 
awarded to the Marin Fire Agencies.
